My name is << insert your name here>> and I’m writing to you today about the provision of increased street-lighting around Guildford. 
In October 2021, students at the University of Surrey voted for Women’s Safety on Campus to be the priority campaign for the Students’ Union this academic year. Since October, the Students’ Union has been working collaboratively with the University to identify and implement improvements on campus to benefit women’s safety and ensure a welcoming and safe environment for all students. 
In the discussions that have taken place between students, Union Officers, and University staff, one area of continuing concern that has been raised consistently is the provision of adequate street-lighting off campus around Guildford. 
Fifty-four percent of Surrey students identify as female. In writing this letter, I am representing the interests of over 8,800 individuals within your constituency who deserve to feel safe and secure both on and off campus. 
A year on from the murder of Sarah Everard, the safety of women and all our students remains a priority for me, and the Students’ Union. In the Government’s “Tackling Violence Against Women & Girls” strategy, published in July 2021, the Government outlines that the safety of women and girls is also your priority. In working towards this, the Government recognises that effective prevention of violence against women involves “our public spaces being designed in a way which helps ensure women and girls are and feel safe and deters offending”. 
I call upon you, therefore, as my parliamentary representative, to ensure that:
· Adequate funding is provided to Guildford Borough Council to implement greater levels of street-lighting
· That you prioritise the following areas as needing more sufficient lighting to ensure safety for our students:
· The road and underpass by the Guildford School of Acting Building
· Side roads off Southway towards Park Barn (Woodside Road etc)
· The path around the underpass towards Manor Park
